1) Ecology – the study of how living things and their environment interact
2) Ecosystem – all the living and nonliving things in an area interacting with each other
3) Ecologist – a scientist who specializes in ecology
4) Habitat – the area in which an organism lives
5) Biome – An ecosystem that cover large areas of land, and has certain types of plants, animals, soil and climate. For example, the rainforest or the desert.
6) Photosynthesis - The process by which green plants make their own food by using energy from the sun.
7) Producer –  any of the plants and algae that produce oxygen and food that animals need
8) Consumer – any animal that eats plants or eats other plant-eating animals
9) Carnivore – an animal that eats other animals (eats meat)
10) Herbivore – an animal that eats plants
11) Omnivore – an animal that eats both plants and animals
12) Parasite – an organism that takes food, and sometimes shelter, from other living things

13) Decomposer – any of the fungi or bacteria that break down dead plants and animals into useful things like minerals and rich soil
14) Scavenger – an animal that feeds on the remains of dead animals

15) Predator – a living thing that hunts other living things for food
16) Prey – a living thing that is hunted for food

17) Food chain – the path of energy in food from one organism to another, draw arrows pointing to where the energy is going
